We found them presenting sacrifices and divine greetings,
L5 They bear the drums* and offered flowers,
Performed circumambulations and held up umbrellas,

Whilst these were tarrying thus in 'Olwmo-fust-risns®, the Ve-

ven. From heaven came the following Ye-gshen-g Vun-drus-sems-

Also the [following) Ye-gshen-g Vur-drusi-sesns-dpa came down
from heaven: dBal-bon-maun-vise-can, g Sa-mdd-dunt-yug-can*, riNa-I. 5
stofi-ri-'achem-ba-can, gShan-khri-lo-gnam-grans-can, Dun-"aphar-
po-phar-chun-can, joined with gSken-rab for one aim.

Then the descent from heaven of the VYe-gshen-gVusi-drus-
sems-dpa ceased®. They circumambulated gShen-rab, offered di-2 6
vine greetings and sacrifices and spake: *Oh teacher, to us, who are
thy Ve-gsken-g Vun-drusi-sems-dpa, we pray thee®, expound from Ful 370
out the 360 gSas-mkhar [castles], the signification of the truth!”
£Sken-rab replied:

“Oh ye Ve-gshen-g Yun-drun-sems-dpd,

Although there be many masters in the Hon [doctring]

*Ye are in verity the highest. Iz

To you will the Box [precepts] of teaching and exhortationt be

imparted"’.

Thereupon gShken-rad imparted to the Ye-gshen-g Vun-drast-
sems-dpid the Bon [precepts] of teaching and exhortation, and esta-
blished them as -proprictors of Sham-po-fha-rise*. In the castle of £ 3
gSas-mkhar, on the top of Sham-po-lha-rtse, these Ve-gshen-g V-
drun-sems-dpa teach all beings engapged in the circle of transmigra-
tion, the Bon [precepts] of teaching and exhortation. Then

Went the teacher gShen*-rab-myi-do !y

With #rMa-lo and g¥Yu-lo, both of them,

Into the castle of Phar-po-so-drgvad.

Of the beings called Srid-gshen in Bar-snan (realm of the air)

The former generation was delivered, the later was still in-

creasing.

As attendants on gSken ®-raéb the following came down like rain: 2 5
dBal-bon-rom-po, Yogs-bon-gto-vgyal, Khri-bon-phya-sarns, gNyer-
bon-g To-che,’ O-bon-'abrasi-eu, m Thsams-bon-Yo-shru. These joined
with gShen-rad for one aim.* L6

[Then] Dai-bon-fus-ku, Zer-bon-gtan-snyan, Lo-bon-rtsis-"adebs,

the nine Bon-po of Bar-gYen-gdoed-po. They joined with gShen-rab
for one aim. :

Thereupon the Srid-gshen-sNan-gsken, that dwell on the Slate

wind as attendants on gShen-rab, as follows: Klu-bon-yar-smya,
ENyan-bon-than-than, rGyal-bon-thog-rje, sMan-bon-abrin, gZed-bon-

L s risol*-po, Srin-bon-ya-na, 'aDre-bon-glud-bon-gyer-mkhan, Sri-bon-
mus-pal, Byur-bon-sna-bon-li-byin, gShin-riei-bon-po-gio-bon-byon-

L6 khri, Chud-kyi-bon-po-‘aphrul-bon-gsan-ba, Thar-bon*-gru-skyol.
These are the Bon-po, who overcome the Sa-g Yen. They associated
with gShent-rab for one aim. They circumambulated gShen-rab,

Fol. 38b presented divine greetings, and spake: “Oh teacher®*, gShen-rab,
to us, the Srid-gshen-snavw-gshen, whilst residing in the 360 gSas-
mhhar-{castles], tell us one true word of the Bon [doctrine]!” gShen

{2 7rab spake*: “Since ye, gShen-po that beseech me, have understand-
ing as much as people with middle class organs, I teach you the Bon-
doctrine of the Srid-pa-rgyud. (Bon-tantra of the Srid-pa or rulers).”’
After having spoken thus, he taught the Bom-narrative about the
first ruler. (Srid-pa-dan-po). Further he established them as pos-
sessors of Bar-snan (the realm of air) and of the Slate mountain

L.3(gVa-ri)*. Thereupon the sNas-gshen-srid-gshen taught in the
middle realm of Bar-snast and gYa-ri to many beings engaged in
the circle of transmigration, the “Tantra of the ruler"” (Srid-pa-rgyud}.

At that time, from the summit of Mount Ri-rad (Meru) to 'O/-
mo-lun-rins there came the glortous god Thrass-pa (Brahma)*,

. ¢ brGya-byin (Indra), the four great gods of the Svastika, the four

great kings or gods of the kingdom of the world, the seven minor gods .

or princely brothers, the gods of witchcraft, and the (water-sprites)

1 dbad-po-‘abriti, middle class organs of the five senves.
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Nipus out of the [lake] Rol-mehso®. Like rain they dropped from/. 5
heaven. After having proffered divine greetings to the teacher, they
said: “Ch Master, whilst residing in the 360 gSas-méhar [castles]
we pray thee: tell [us] one true word of the Bon [doctrine]l” gShen-
rab* spake: “Since ye, that beseech me, are of great might, and 26
blessed, I wili discourse one Bon [precept] to you, that of black magic.”
Then he taught, that in case the beings in the kingdoms of the world
could not be overcome by meckness*, they were to be converted Fol 39a
through powerful magic. So he taught the Bon [precept] of the
Llack conjurations, and [they] became possessors of the Moun-
tain of the gods with the nine peaks. The hosts of gods from the
world however, converted the harmful devils attached to the four
cardinal points* and the eight intermedial points in countries and?Z. z
kingdoms.

About that time the teacher gShen-rab myi-bo had attained
his third year. This was the point of time, when he was to bathe in
the lake, go to the town of Lan-fin and salute king Sa-la*. After/ 3
having taken the resolution to go, he gave his attendants the [ne-
cessary] orders, and mounted his paternal cight-wheeled golden
carriage. From his body many rays of light emanated* and from/ 4
the four cavities of the Master's warm flesh and blood the four great
£Shen of the elements were produced. In the east the Hon-po called
'Od-kyi-lcan-lo-can, belonging to the element of fire, seized gx24
bright lamps of fire, and came to associate with the teacher* gSken-/ 5
rab for one aim. In the north the Bon-po called Sans-rgyas-phyo-
de-nam-mkhai-g Vi-mdunis-shon-po-can, belonging to the element of
the air, seized many kinds of sweet-smelling incense-perfumes, and
went forth to join with the teacher gShen-rab*. In the west the/ s
Bon-po called 8Dud-risis-zil-pa-can, belonging to the clement of
water, seized a vessel with nectar, and set forth, to associate with
the teacher gShen-rab. In the south the Bon-po called Rin*-po-chei- Fol. 391
thor-thsugs-can, belonging to the element of earth, seized upon all
kinds of victuals of excellent taste, and set forth [to join with] the
teacher gShen-raé for one aim.

At that time some of the numerous attendants beat the drums,
others played on the tambourine (gS4a#), some* blew on shell-horns, 7. 2
others laid cards of divination!, some brought water for bathing,

1 or: bathed. -
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others cast lots, some paid penance-money. Then the tigers®
yaks, elephants and lions came along, these four [in such numbers)
¢ 3that the horizon was straitened*. The sky was covered by the five-
coloured rays of the rainbow. On earth gardens sprang up, filled
with the most varied flowers. From all ten directions scunds of
barmony were heard, and the kingdom of the world trembled
violently*.
{4 The people of La#-list town were in great fear, assembled before
king Sa-/a and said: “Whence comes this? What is the cause of
L 5all this?’ * Thereupon Prince gSal-khyab answered: “It is no-
thing further [than this]: ‘After the king's daughter, my sister, the
mother Yo-phyi-rgyal-zhad-ma was once given as consort to
L6 rGyal-bon-thod-dkar in the country of 'Ol-mo-lui-rins*, a prince
has now been born. As soon as they beheld his countenance, [his]
father, his mother, and all living beings of that land attained com-
plete perfection, whereupon glory streamed from their bodies®,
Fol. 40a Since then, the prince has reached his third year, and in agreement
with [his] father, has come to bathe in the lake, to visit the town,
and to salute King Sa-/a. The appointed time for this is certainly
{ 2 to-day noon*. This prince is the incarnation of the Omniscient, that
is come into the world. Therefore, ye people of Lan-fin, who are
£ 3born out of the sphere of error, wash your bodies clean®, gather
different flowers, and when you behold the countenance of the prince,
approach him! Present to him divine gréetings, circumambulate
him, offer him flowers! Since he is the son of rGyal-zhad-ma*,
{. 4 50 certain is it, that we aiso at this time shall attain the state of per-
fection."” When he had thus spoken, his father, the king, his mother
and the fownspeople rejoiced greatly. They collected many kinds
{.50f flowers®, and cleansed themselves through bathing.

The king after . ... days repaired with music of all kinds to
the precious town. When the glorious countenance of the prince
appeared, he advanced towards him, circumambulated him, and

/.6 offered him divine greetings® and sacrifices. Thereupon the prince
dismounted from the carriage, and did homage to King Sa-/z. Where-
ever he set down his foot, a costly flower-blossom sprang up from
his footprint; a lotus-flower with 108 petals of shining brightness®,

Fol. 4ob King Sa-fa also discerned, that [this one] was an incarnation, and
did reverence to him in return. Through these good deeds all sha-
dows were cleansed, and the king of La#-fi5 town, all men and al}
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living beings [therein] attained perfection, without [one] remaining
over*.
Then the four great gSken of the elements spake to the master: /. 2
#Oh gShen-rab-myi-bo, thou shining light of teachers!
} Of us, the herces of thy escort all together
Not one has arrived* at the fruit of redemption. {3
But the beings of this town
Have all arrived at perfection, not one is left behind.
What is the cause of this? Of what is it the fruit?
When [thou] didst set down [thy] foot* from the carriage, /4
What had the man who returned thy salute,
For merit, that led to his elevation ?"”

As they thus enquired, the teacher replied: "“Ye nobles*, ve’ 5
four great gS4en of the elements! Thus it is: Firstly this is the ground,
on which my father »Gyal-bon-thod-dkar trad, and where he sowed
[his] doctrine. Also my mother, Yo*-phyi-rgyal-zhad-ma, the vesscl 4.6
of {my] body, was born here. He who returned [my] salute was my
ancestor and relative. That all these atrained perfection before our
eyes without one remaining over, [comes from) their works (Karma)
being in harmony®*, and their being born together. Their stains of Fol. 412
former times are wiped out, and to-day they circumambulated me,
and presented me with divine greetings and sacrifices. Thus they have
completed their [two-fold| merit!, and have entered into perfection!”
Yet once more* the four gSAen-po of the elements enquired of thes 2
teacher:

“Oh gShen-rab-myi-bo, thou shining lipht of the masters,

[Shew us], who are the gSken-po of the elements of transmi-

gration:

4 To these questions gShen-rab answered*:

“Oh ye gShen-po, that ask of me, {4

Thus spake he, and instructed them as to the signification of the
/584 000 gates, and [of the book ?] +Gyas-pa*-'abum?. Then he put
them into possession of the town Lasi-Zin, and they sped into the {castle]
gSas-mkhar in the heart of the town Law-lin. Also the gShen-po
Z6of the four elements®*, after having sped into the midst of £Sas-
mékhar, instructed many living beings of the circle of transmigration
in the Bou- [precepts) of rGyas-pa-'abum.
Thereupon the teacher gShen-rab-myi-bo went to the shore and
bathed in the Lake Mu-le-ston-ldan-had. [He was bathed) at the three
Fol. 41b most opportune periods of the month*. On the first Myg? at the white
season, the pods of heaven bathed him; on the middle Nya, at the
red season, the men of Bar-snasn bathed him, and on the last Nya,
at the blue season, the A /u (Niga) of the earth bathed the teacher*,
{2 Many hundred thousands of disciples from among the /Ha (gods),
Klu (Niga), and men circumambulated gSken-rab.
Into the holy sublime place 'Ofmo-fun-rins
He came, with escort of singing and instruments,
In the blessed castle Phar-po-so-brpyad
L3 Before* the three classes of disciples, gods, men and Naga,
Taught he the Bon [precepts] of the three kinds of the Peu-gse.
To all six kinds of beings of the transmigration
Rays of light emanated from the six organs of the master’s
senses.
They incarnated therselves in the six conquering gSken and
conquered the world.
tg In the land of the gods* Jwhich is celebrated through) the great
misfortune of falling from heaven, [the ray] transformed itself into
the divine Bon-po, called gSal-ba-kusn-shes, and became the teacher
who redeemed the gods. The [ray that] went into the land of the
{Ha-ma-yin (Asura), transformed itself into the Bon-po of the /Ha-
L5 ma-yin, called dMu-bzasi-ice-'abar, and became the teacher® of
the combating /Ha-ma-yin. In the country of men of the transmi-
gration it became the Bow-po of men, even gShen-rab himself, the
L expansion of the rays of light. 2 100000 eXpahsions.

3 The lirst Aya seens to be the first day, the second Mya the 15 th day and

2
At that time the teacher gShen-rab myi-bo was in the land "O/-
mu—Zuﬁ-rz’ﬁs, and very numerous beings, that hearkened to the
g Yus-drun-bon {preccpts] * assembled together to listen, like clouds /. 3
of the sky. And the teacher spread out before such beings as could
be delivered through images (sk#) * the Peu-fse of the images. To/ ¢
those, who were to be redeemed trough the word, he explained the
Peu-tse of the celebrated word. To those, who were 1o be redeemed
through the spirit*, he showed the Pen-tse of the redeeming spirit.Z 5
In the precious summary of the word of the Tantra of the
eye-rays of the Svastika, this is the fourth chapter, treating of the
spread of gShen-rab's* reaching. L6
