The Erasmus Mundus action offers opportunities for students from ‘third countries’ to participate in European master programmes with generous grants (5000 € each year, and 1600€ per months, ten months each year; complete syllabus: two years) and for scholars to participate in related teaching and research.

Each year, a few such master programmes are selected by the commission in Brussels amongst applications from the whole of Europe. For the next Academic year, three masters in Humanities and Social Sciences have been selected. Among these is PhoenixEM Dynamics of Health and Welfare.

The Erasmus Mundus also allows us to invite colleagues from abroad with grants for periods of 1-3 months (4 000 € each months and a bonus of 1 000€).
